[bookmark: overview_improve_comments]Better direction with assignments instead of being told to �pick any clinical popularion� for nearly every module. More time tabled time for tutuors to be available to support us with assignments. E.G. Drop in hour 
Distribute the workload rather than have little to do first semester and a whole lot more in the next, with it all being compacted. 
There is an anomaly regarding the relationship between attendance and assessment on the course. Attendance is somewhat discretionary, so a 'tactical' approach to achieving the best assessment results on the course would be to prioritise time spent on assignment work over time spent on attendance at lectures. Therefore, a student who chooses full attendance potentially disadvantages themselves in terms of assessment grades compared to a student who chooses lesser attendance to focus on assignments. This unintentionally discourages full engagement in the course. An improvement would be if attendance could be included in the PG student assessment, for example, 10 points in the overall course assessment, i.e. 100% attendance = 10 points.
more teaching hours available 
First semester is not heavily loaded whereas second semester is heavier. Possibly switch these around or balance workload across both semesters more
