“The verbatim copying of another's work without clear identification and acknowledgement” and

“The close paraphrasing of another's work by simply changing a few words or altering the order of
presentation’.

You must therefore show when you have used ideas or words that are not your own, and show
where you got them from. You do this by using citations, references and quotations.

If you have any queries about the referencing style for your subject area, you can ask any of your
tutors to clarify.

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Another form of academic misconduct is collusion. Here at ljmu, we believe it is fine for students to

work together on their learning, but unless authorised, your work should represent your own
individual efforts.

This is where you need to be careful as working with another person in an unauthorised capacity
when producing your assignments is collusion.

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Cheating is a more general term than collusion and plagiarism and can be used to describe any other

form of academic misconduct where a student dishonestly gains an unfair advantage over other
students. Dependent upon the context, cheating can involve different activities.

In Examinations

The following activities undertaken during an exam, can be classified as cheating

+ Unauthorised copying from any source

+ Unauthorised communication

+ Having unauthorised materials (including electronically stored) other than those specified in the
rubric of the examination

+ Having or gaining access to any form of unauthorised material during or before an assessment

In Coursework

The following activities undertaken in the production of coursework, can be classified as cheating:

« The falsification of research data, the presentation of another's data as one's own and
any other form of misrepresentation in order to gain advantage

+ The submission of work for assessment that has already been submitted as all or part of the
assessment for another module without the prior knowledge and consent of the module leader
for subsequent assessments.

+ The submission of false claims of previously gained qualifications, research or experience in order
to gain credit for prior learning

The majority of students do not start a course with the intention of ever cheating, it is only at

moments of panic that some students decide to cheat. The key is to never put yourself in these
‘panic’ situations, that way you avoid the temptation to cheat.

Which ones of these do you do?

[0 Attend lectures, attend seminars and other practical sessions, complete the required learning work each week
and ask for help if you get stuck.

[0 Leave starting an assessment until near the deadline.
(O Work on assessments one at a time. Put time aside each week for each assessment you are currently required
to be working on or else one problematic assessment could take up time from another and leave you with

little to no time to work on it.

[0 Complete your work early. This will give you time to proof-read your work and double check that you have
quoted, cited and referenced correctly.

[0 Time-management is a skill many students do not have when they start a course. So try and create a weekly
timetable of your scheduled teaching sessions: lectures, tutorials and labs. Also set aside time before and after
these s

sions to complete your learning and complete your assessment.

[0 Do not copy sections of text directly into your essay. Read the section and summarise it in your own words
along with the appropriate citation.
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Sometimes it is not enough to simply ensure you reference correctly and avoid cheating and
collusion, you have to protect your work to make sure others do not feel tempted to implicate you in

their cheating.

Ensure you password protect any portable digital storage devices. Remember, USB drives are
easily lost or stolen

. Use a ‘Guest Account’ on your laptop if you are going to allow it to be used by anyone else. This

means your own account should be password protected

. Never give anyone your University computer account password. No member of staff will ever ask

for your password.

. Giving your password to someone can result in you being dealt with under the Student

Disciplinary Processes and losing L. privileges

. Never allow printed assessment materials to be accessible to anyone else. Always destroy them

appropriately so their content cannot be retrieved

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Question 1 0 pts

Most students are aware that cheating, either through plagiarism or collusion, is against the
University rules and can result in loss of marks or being asked to leave LMU. So why are so many
students every year, found guilty?

Which do you think are possible reasons?

[0 Fear of Failure? - Sometimes the high expectations of family and friends can lead to  paralysing fear of failure.
This leads some to paying for another party to write their essay for them. It should be considered that the fear
of letting down parents/friends expectations is less shameful that being caught cheating.

[0 Work Demands - For those with heavy work schedules (20+ hours a week] outside of their academic studies,
the lack of time may tempt them to take short-cuts. This can sometimes lead to intentional and unintentional
plagiarism and collusion.

0 Ignorance about plagiarism - Although many students are aware that copying someone else’s work or paying
for someone else to write their assignments, are forms of cheating; they may not be aware that paraphrasing
too closely and not referencing is also cheating.

[0 Lack of interest - Alack of interest in the topic can lead some students to find the easy way out of
assignments and cheat. That's why it's so important that you consider your module choices carefully before
embarking upon a course.

O Different cultural attitudes - In a large multicultural institution like ourselves, there are many different
students attending, from diverse cultures. Some cultures take a less strict view on cheating and so a student
may not think twice about forgetting references or copying from others.
